“STRAWBERRY FIELDS FOREVER" is about a Liverpool Reform School
for girls and is very much in Lennon style, but it has none of the typical
McCartney lyrics. The song is of medium tempo with bleak words and a

disjointed story.

( SYDNEY TEEN VIOLENCE )

Following a wave of violence Sydney police
have demanded stronger powers to deal with
discotheques.

Thugs have been prowling the streets armed
with knives, guns, chains, iron bars and even
plastic bombs.

Recently one young patron from Rhubarbs
disco was kicked to death on the corner of Liver-
pool and Pitt Streets.

The police have been quoted as saving that
discotheques provide megqting places for hood-
lums. Alarmed at the number of fights and brawls
that have broken out near Sydney's discos they
suggest that the regulations be changed to give
them more control. At the present time it takes
up to nine months to deal with breaches of the
Theatres and Public Halls Act. They are particu
larly concerned about the dim lighting common
to most discos.

One detective complained that discotheques
were 5o dimly lit that it is not easy to see what
goes on in most of them. "I believe that young
people need an outler, but | dont think these
places have a healthy atmosphere” he said

He points out that he is not attacking the

long established clubs but only those more recent
fly-by-night establishments which attract undesir-

kables.
